
In 1998 I commenced a Bachelor of Science 
(Psychology) degree at the University of 
Newcastle, on completion i began work with 
Allianz Insurance and in the role of Medical 
Injury Strategist providing assistance in the 
management and return to work of long term 
psychological and physical injuries.

registration as a psychologist in NSW.  In recent years i have worked with NSW Police Force, 
NSW Fire Brigade and Community Services as a Child Protection Caseworker.
