‘NEW-TO-SERVICE’ TAGS 

Faculty of Medicine ---- Electrical testing and tagging 

In accordance with Standards Australia AS/NZS 3760:2003, new equipment need not be inspected or tested.  It does however need to be tagged to satisfy the requirements for compliant equipment.  The supplier is deemed responsible for the initial safety of new equipment.

‘New-To-Service’, white tags are now available for new electrical equipment, and leads.

You are invited to request, and fit these tags.    

These tags are marked with a colored dot, which indicates one of three different re-test frequencies. 

· White  N-T-S tag with blue dot     =       Valid for 5 years before testing

· White  N-T-S tag with red dot      =       Valid for 12 months before testing

· White  N-T-S tag with orange dot  =       Valid for 6 months  before testing

The frequency of testing as per ‘The Standard’ depends upon many variables.

· Location & relocation of equipment

· Type of environment

· Position of equipment in relation to power point, and the manner in which the cables are run.

· Likelihood of damage to leads.

· Frequency of disconnection such as a laptop power pack.

· Class of equipment, etc.

On leads, please fit the tag towards the end with the 3 pin plug. 

During my annual visit, I will check these appliances and tags, and retest when due.
