Most groups found the learning experience valuable with a great deal of information exchanged at the SGS. A number of facilitators commented that there appeared to be some lack of understanding by one or two of the expert tutors as to the purpose or intent of the tutorials – these tutors fronted up to the tutorials armed with a list of questions which they then didactically answered leaving little opportunity for students to present their own questions or to interact and engage with the tutors. One expert tutor completely circumvented the purpose of the expert tutorial by going off on a complete tangent and giving a lecture on one topic only (anatomy on synovial fluid). Students expressed great satisfaction with the public health tutorial which was well prepared and clearly presented and some dissatisfaction due to an inability to present questions in the medical practice tutorials which were very rushed.

Heading 3

Facilitators suggested that the expert tutors be provided with cleared guidelines on the objectives and conduct of these expert tutorials.

Heading 4

Most went well – students appeared to be well accustomed to viewing and then listing the learning issues, establishing a routine for compiling a list and distributing the record amongst themselves. 
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
