Curriculum development for drug and alcohol teaching

Development and evaluation of an Alcohol Management Tutorial for Senior Medical Students provided during the Clinical School attachment in Medicine.  The tutorial is based on cases logged from their clerking experience on the wards, and is designed to improve skills in brief intervention for patients admitted for reasons other than advanced alcohol-related illness.  A self-assessment quiz can be offered as part of this tutorial.

Development of a tutorial, entitled Understanding Alcohol, for medical students in Year 2 as part of the Human Behaviour Course. This tutorial was developed together with the Coordinator, Dr Cathy Mason, and I supervised a Masters student in preparing the resources and method for  this tutorial, which is now an ongoing part of the course. The format used by the Faculty is called a “correlation clinic” the intention being to provide the opportunity to integrate knowledge on management from several clinical perspectives, rather than a didactic presentation.


Poisoning / Overdose Correlation Clinic.  I designed and was responsible for this 2 hour lecture which uses a multi-disciplinary faculty panel (general practitioner, clinical pharmacologist, drug and alcohol physician, liaison psychiatrist, and accident and emergency specialist) to present and discuss two cases of overdose.  I convene the panel, developed objectives, prepared and produced the handout for students, including summary statistics. The handout was updated in 1995. This lecture  is in its fourth year.


Alcohol Correlation Clinic.  I assisted the development of this 2 hour lecture which is presented by two drug and alcohol specialist physicians who provide a lecture on alcohol history taking, withdrawal management, dependency assessment, and a role play on responding to the patient with a drinking problem. The clinic also incorporates a self- assessment test for students which is completed at the start of the session, and marked at the end, with comments by the physician panel.  The session was evaluated by an independent evaluator in 1995 and rated highly.
